1 John 3:18 encourages us “not to love with words or speech, but with actions 
and in truth” (NIV), and we want children to understand that they can serve and 
love others now, even as kids! So, we developed Fall Service Project Bingo to 
help your kids develop a habit and heart for serving others at church and in their 
community.  
 
Here’s how it works: Hang your Fall Service Project Bingo Board on your fridge or 
in a prominent place in your home. Encourage kids to choose service projects to 
complete over the next 3 weeks. Once you complete a service project, mark it 
off! Write the date you completed the service project in the box. 
 
Scoring: Each square is worth 5 points (except the free space). Each bingo (full 
row, column, or diagonal) is worth 20 points. If you get a black out, it is worth 100 
points!  Set goals for your family & set rewards at each marker. Turn in your bingo 
board by Nov 10th & every 10 points gets you 1 entry for our grand prize!
